
 
Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) 

Maintenance and Care Guidelines 
 

Personal protective equipment can’t function as intended if not maintained properly. 
Maintenance should include inspection, care, cleaning, and reporting. 
 
Inspect your PPE prior to it being used for any damage. Poorly maintained or 
malfunctioning PPE can be more dangerous than not wearing protection at all. 
 
If you discover your PPE is damaged, notify your Supervisor who can arrange for a repair 
or replacement. 
 
Care Guidelines for commonly issued PPE: 
 
ActiveAide Forearm & Shin Protectors (Black, padded) 
Machine wash cold 
No bleach or fabric softener 
Tumble dry low or air dry 
 
ActiveAide Protective Jackets (Black, padded) 
Remove extra inserts if used 
Machine wash cold 
No bleach or fabric softener 
Tumble dry low or air dry 
 
Kevlar Gloves (Grey) 
Machine wash warm or cold 
No bleach or fabric softener 
Air dry preferred
