With recent changes to the graduation requirements in Ontario, students who entered Grade 9 in
the 2020- 2021 school year or later are required to earn two online learning credits to graduate
from secondary school.

The graduation requirement is intended to support students in developing familiarity and comfort
with working and learning in a fully online environment, as well as developing digital literacy and
other important transferable skills that will help prepare them for success after graduation and in all
aspects of their lives.

THE PROGRAM IN GRADE 9

The following are descriptions of the course types at the Grade 9 level:

PRE-ADVANCED PLACEMENT COURSES (Pre-AP): These courses are intended as valuable enrichment opportunities to prepare students for the Advanced Placement Exams at the end of Grade 12.
Success in an Advanced Placement Exam may secure a transfer credit (Advanced Standing) in university. Consistent level 4 achievement is highly recommended, along with consultation with teachers.

DE-STREAMED COURSES: De-streamed courses replace and blend the former academic and applied streamed courses at the Grade 9 level. The majority of students will take de-streamed
courses in Grade 9 if they are not a candidate for Pre-AP or LDCC courses.

LOCALLY DEVELOPED COMPULSORY COURSES (LDCC): These courses are intended for students who are performing well below grade level and who require flexibility and support to meet the compulsory
credit requirements for the Ontario Secondary School Diploma or Certificate in consultation with their parents, Principal and Grade 8 teacher.

OPEN COURSES: These courses are designed to prepare students for further study in a subject, and to enrich their education. Generally, open courses are comprised of a set of expectations that are
appropriate for all students.

The following 6 courses are compulsory for Grade 9 students. Students will choose 1 from each subject listed.

**INDIGENOUS LANGUAGE (OJIBWE): This course is open to the entire student body and is available for students with no prior Indigenous language experience **

Students will be asked to choose 2 electives and 2 alternates from the following:

Building the Entrepreneurial Mindset (BEM100): Students will learn what makes an entrepreneur thrive and the skills required to succeed in
today’s business environment. This hands-on course will use business software and application to help students plan and develop their
entrepreneurial ideas and learn how to present them to a target audience.

Communications Technology (TGJ100): This exploratory course introduces students to concepts and skills in communications technology,
which encompasses television/video and movie production, print and graphic communications, photography and animation.

Construction Technology (TCJ100): This exploratory course introduces students to concepts and skills in construction technolo- gy, which
encompasses plumbing, electrical and network wiring, masonry, heating/cooling, carpentry, and woodworking.

Dance (ATC100): This course gives students the opportunity to explore their technical and compositional skills by applying the elements of
dance and the tools of composition in a variety of performance situations.

Drama (ADA100): This course provides opportunities for students to explore dramatic forms and techniques, using material from a wide
range of sources and cultures. Students will create, perform, discuss, and analyze drama.

Exploring Computer Technology (TEJ100): This course gives students the computer and technological skills necessary for today’s growing
digital world. Students will learn the history of computers, examine the parts and functions of the computer and will dissect and assemble
computers for further learning. Students will also learn how to code their own website and will learn basic computer programming.

Expressions of First Nations, Metis, and Inuit Cultures (NAC100): This course examines Indigenous cultures in Canada through an
exploration of art forms: paintings, sculpture, storytelling, dance, and music created by Indigenous artists. Students will learn to identify
Indigenous art forms and describe relationships between the art forms and Indigenous traditions, philosophy, and culture. (This counts as an
Art credit).

Healthy Active Living, Physical Education (PPL1O0-Female, PPLIOM-Male): This course emphasizes students’ daily participa- tion in a variety
of enjoyable physical activities that promote lifelong active living. Students will learn movement techniques and principles, ways to improve
personal fitness and safety/injury-prevention strategies.

Music (AMU100): This course explores reading and writing music with a focus on performance. Students get to choose a concert band
instrument to play (wind, brass, or percussion) and work as a team to play fun genres of music all semester long! This course opens doors to
Guitar Music or Vocal Music which they can choose to take the following school year.

Outdoor Education (PAD100): This course focuses on the development of a healthy lifestyle through participation in a variety of enjoyable
outdoor physical activities. Students will be encouraged to develop personal competence in a variety of outdoor skills using safe practices
and will be given opportunities to practice goal-setting, decision-making, social and interpersonal skills.

Visual Arts (AVI100): This course will give students the opportunity to experience, explore and create using a variety of materials including
pencil, paint, pastel, and clay. The students will also study art history and art appreciation with an emphasis on Canadian artists.
